Compared to 
the prior Project Overview Report, the project total 
has decreased by one project to reflect one removal 
from the Core Program at the April 24, 2024 Board 
of Directors meeting.

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o Request for Responses (“RFR”) for Technical Services resulted in five Responses. The objective of 
the RFR was to continue receiving architectural and engineering services to assist the MSBA with 
a detailed review of technical documents and materials submitted by local school districts, to 
perform senior studies and post-occupancy evaluations, and to otherwise assist the MSBA with 
the implementation of its grant program. Staff provided an update to the Facilities Assessment 
Subcommittee on March 13, 2024, and received approval to execute Master Service 
Agreements at the April 24, 2024 Board of Directors meeting. 

o Request for Responses (“RFR”) for a School Survey Consultant resulted in two Responses. The 
objective of the RFR was to procure a qualified firm interested in assisting the MSBA in planning, 
conducting, and managing a School Survey of approximately 1,700 public schools of various 
grade configurations in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, including elementary, middle, 
high, and vocational technical schools. The School Survey will include site visits at approximately 
1,580 schools and the compilation of existing data at approximately 120 additional schools. The 
School Survey will result in a published report sharing an understanding of the building 
condition and general environment at these schools (the School Survey is not a comprehensive 
architectural or engineering assessment). Staff provided an update to the Facilities Assessment 
Subcommittee on May 14, 2024, and received approval to execute a Master Service Agreement 
at the May 29, 2024 Board of Directors Business Board meeting. 

o Request for Responses (“RFR”) for an Enrollment Projects Analysis and Support Consultant 
resulted in five Responses. The objective of the RFR was to procure a qualified firm to provide 
review and analysis of the MSBA’s enrollment projection methodology including: 1) survey of 
available sources of data, 2) review of MSBA’s current enrollment projection methodology and 
data tables, 3) comparison of enrollment projections based on historical data to actual 
enrollments for 139 public school districts, 4) review of MSBA’s Out-of-District projection 
adjustment (a.k.a. construction induced enrollment adjustment), and 5) enrollment projection 
recommendations for up to 30 school projects per year. Staff provided an update to the 
Facilities Assessment Subcommittee on May 14, 2024, and received approval to execute a 
Master Service Agreement at the May 29, 2024 Board of Directors Business Board meeting. 

o Request for Responses (“RFR”) for an Accelerated Repair Program Heat Pump Consultant 
resulted in four Responses. The objective of the RFR was to procure a qualified firm interested in 
providing consultant services to the MSBA to evaluate existing public K-12 schools to determine 
scope, schedule, and cost factors to convert buildings to heat pumps for heating and cooling. 
Staff provided an update to the Facilities Assessment Subcommittee on May 22, 2024, and 
received approval to execute a Master Service Agreement at the May 29, 2024 Board of 
Directors Business Board meeting. 

o Request for Responses (“RFR”) for Commissioning Services resulted in 23 Responses. The 
objective of the RFR is to procure qualified firms interested in providing building commissioning 
services to assist the MSBA and design teams with verifying and documenting that building 
systems in newly constructed, renovated, or repaired school facilities perform according to 
specification and design intent, consistent with the Owner’s operational needs, and that the 
Owner’s staff have the information and training necessary to operate the building systems 
efficiently and economically. Staff provided an update to the Facilities Assessment 
Subcommittee on March 22, 2024, and will seek approval to execute Master Service 
Agreements at the June 26, 2024 Board of Directors meeting.

∗ Statements of Interest (“SOIs”) 2024 
o 2024 SOI submittal period opened on Friday, January 12, 2024. The deadline to file for 

consideration under the Accelerated Repair Program (“ARP”) was Friday, March 1, 2024, and the 
deadline to file for consideration under the Core Program was Friday, April 12, 2024. 
 MSBA received 72 ARP SOIs from 39 districts for consideration. 
 MSBA received 47 Core Program SOIs from 36 districts for consideration.    

∗ Eligibility Period – Core Program  
o 19 of the 19 2023 SOIs are currently in the Eligibility Period following their invitations at the 

December 13, 2023 Board of Directors meeting.  
o One of the ten 2022 SOIs is currently in the Eligibility Period following its invitation at the 

December 21, 2022 Board of Directors meeting.  The remaining one SOI is anticipating an 
invitation to Feasibility Study at the June 26, 2024 Board of Directors meeting.   

∗ Consultant Selection – Core Program 
o One district completed Owner’s Project Manager (“OPM”) selection since the last report and 

eight districts are tentatively scheduled to receive MSBA approval for selection of their OPM. 
o Three districts completed Designer selection since the last report while two districts are in the 

process of procuring a Designer. 
∗ Feasibility Study/Schematic Design – Core Program 

o Nine districts are anticipating submittals for their Preferred Schematic Solutions between June 
2024 and October 2024.  

o Nine districts are anticipating submittals for their Project Scope and Budget Agreement 
authorizations between June 2024 and October 2024. 

∗ Accelerated Repair Program 
o After a temporary pause in ARP in 2023, the MSBA Board of Directors voted to reopen the 

Program in 2024 with an increased estimated budget following the approval of the 
Commonwealth’s FY 24 Budget.  The ARP reopening in 2024 is for the partial or full replacement 
of roofs and windows/doors. To facilitate schools moving toward Massachusetts’ goal for net-
zero carbon emissions by 2050, the ARP Heat Pump Pilot Study will help the MSBA advance the 
Program to offer heat pump conversions for existing buildings in lieu of boiler replacement. 

∗ Construction Costs – Core Program 
o In 2024, eight projects are scheduled to receive sub bids. MSBA staff anticipate DBB bids or GMP 

executions for seven of eight by the end of 2024.  
∗ Substantial Completion – Core Program 

o Eight projects were scheduled to reach substantial completion in 2023. The MSBA has received 
executed certificates for seven of the eight projects. 

o 12 projects are scheduled to reach substantial completion in 2024. 
∗ Post Occupancy Evaluations 

o Staff have completed eight post occupancy evaluations in FY 2024. Individual reports are being 
prepared for each evaluated school and will be shared with the corresponding districts and 
consultants.   
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STATEMENTS OF INTEREST (SOIs)  
 
2024 SOI Process 
The 2024 SOI submittal period opened on January 12, 2024.  The deadline to file SOIs for consideration under 
the Accelerated Repair Program (“ARP”), which is primarily for the partial or full replacement of roofs and 
windows/doors in an otherwise structurally sound facility, was Friday, March 1, 2024. The deadline to file for 
consideration under the Core Program, which is primarily for projects beyond the scope of the ARP, including 
extensive repairs, renovations, additions/renovations, and new school construction was Friday, April 12, 2024.  
 
The table below lists the number of SOIs received and Invitations granted for the calendar years 2008 through 
2024.  
 

2008: MSBA launched the annual filing period. 
2011: MSBA opened the annual filing period twice, which included a dedicated opening for interest in the 
           Green Repair Program and the annual opening. 
2012: MSBA’s annual filing period captures interest in the newly created Accelerated Repair Program, the 
           2012 Science Laboratory Initiative and the Core Program.  
2023: MSBA’s annual filing period opened for Core Program only. Please refer to the October 26, 2022 Board of 

Directors Memorandum, which outlined the recommendation to temporarily pause the Accelerated

To date, the MSBA has executed 636 commissioning consultant contracts, totaling $50.1 million in commissioning fees, 
for 853 projects at 703 schools, many of whom have been invited to the Capital Pipeline multiple times. Construction 
budgets for projects being commissioned total $17.33 billion. To date, 469 work orders have been completed.

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DESIGN DEVELOPMENT

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CONSTRUCTION 
 
When a district with a Design-Bid-Build Construction project issues a Notice to Proceed, or when a Construction 
Manager At-Risk project has received bids for the concrete foundation package, the project is advanced to the 
Construction Phase. Currently, there are 65 projects in the Construction Phase with a total estimated construction cost 
of $4.40 billion. Of those 65 projects, 32 are ARP Projects and 33 are Core Program Projects; however, this does not 
include the 19 projects that have reached substantial completion and are currently in the Building Complete Phase. The 
33 Core Program Projects have a total estimated construction cost of $4.31 billion and are listed below.

After the district’s contractor finishes all project work including demolishing the old building, completing site work, and 
finalizing commissioning, the project proceeds to the Closeout Phase. Once all the project costs have been paid by the 
District, the District submits its Final Request for Payment Reimbursement via the MSBA’s Pro-Pay system. After the 
District submits all the items identified on the MSBA’s Index of Final Closeout, including the Final Request for Payment 
Reimbursement, the MSBA initiates the Draft Audit Report and sends it to the District for its consideration. The MSBA 
performs the final audit to determine final total grant amounts. Final payment to the District requires the MSBA Board’s 
approval of the final Total Facilities Grant for the project. 
 
Currently, there are 115 projects in the Closeout Phase, including 80 ARP Projects and 35 Core Program Projects. The 
chart, shown below, lists the Core Program Projects by year of achieved Substantial Completion:

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POST OCCUPANCY EVALUATION 
 
Approximately three years after an MSBA-funded school building reaches substantial completion, the MSBA coordinates 
with districts to distribute post occupancy surveys and pre-visit questionnaires, and to schedule building visits with 
district representatives to complete a Post Occupancy Evaluation (“POE”). The MSBA’s POE process was developed in 
part to assist the MSBA in understanding that MSBA-funded school building projects are operating as intended and 
performing as designed. In addition, the collection of technical data, accompanied by school district and occupant 
feedback, enables the MSBA, school districts, and the consultant community to apply lessons learned to future school 
building projects as well as to the ongoing maintenance and operations of MSBA-funded school buildings. 
 
A complete list of the districts participating in POEs in FY 2024 is shown below. To date, 23 reports from FY 2022, FY 
2023, and FY 2024 have been issued to participating districts.

The project replaced the 
roof, thus extending the useful life of the 32-year-old building. The project reached Substantial Completion in December 2021 and is scheduled to 
receive Final Audit Approval at the June 26, 2024 Board of Directors meeting.

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Accelerated Repair Projects – Schedule Extension Update

In no event have the extended schedules resulted in an increase to the Estimated Maximum Total 
Facilities Grant, as authorized by the Board.
